ABOUT US

KERALA STATE 7’7
CHALACHITRA ACADEMY Q

In a pioneering initiative, the Government of
Kerala set up Kerala State Chalachitra Academy
(Motion Picture Academy of the Kerala State) in
August 1998. The first of its kind in the country,
the Academy is an effort to counter the gross
commoditisation of the film medium and a
rightful recognition of the contribution of cine-
ma to the cultural enlightenment of the society.
It is guided by the motto that Cinema should
contribute to the complete development of hu-
man being, both as an individual and as a social
being. The Academy today has become a major
player in the cultural landscape of Kerala reach-
ing students, teachers, and ordinary people
through various initiatives designed to carry the
message of cinema as not only a means of en-
tertainment but of serious academic reflection
and a tool to preserve and document the history
of society. Core objectives of the Academy in-
clude being a link between the Government and
the film industry, the conducting of Film Festi-
vals, the preservation and propagation of Ma-
layalam Cinema, to intervene in film education,
to document the history of Malayalam Cinema,
the honouring of persons and films that contrib-
ute to the aesthetics of Malayalam cinema.

CIFRA (Centre for International
Film Research and Archives)

In the 90th anniversary year of Malayalam
Cinema, 2018, the Academy has set up a re-
search centre, the Centre for International Film
Research and Archives (CIFRA) at KINFRA Park,
Kazhakuttom, Thiruvananthapuram. The CIFRA
is envisioned as a research centre of internation-
al standards. The centre includes an extensive
library for film and media related researches,
digital archives of films, 2K mini theatre, confer-
ence hall, office of the Chalachitra Academy and
a cafeteria. It houses a comprehensive collec-
tion of noteworthy photographs relating to Ma-
layalam Cinema. The CIFRA has a collection of
more than 12,000 films. It will house assorted
memorabilia like photographs, old film publica-
tions, notices, song books, posters, and letters
written by film personalities and so on.

The centre can be seen as the initiation of the
great task of preserving the rich history of Mala-
yalam cinema for the future generations.

IDSFFK is an initiative which was kick started
in 2008. It aims to catalyse a vibrant short and
documentary film movement.

Regional IFFK

The Academy conducts two regional IFFKs an-
nually in different parts of the State. The festi-
vals feature a selection of contemporary world
cinema which were screened at the IFFK.

National Film Festival of Kerala (NFFK)

The annual NFFK is organised to give the view-
ers a glimpse of the contemporary Indian cine-
ma. The Festival will have a regional language
cinema as Focus.

Touring Talkies

The Academy has been conducting Touring
Talkies programme aimed at taking meaningful
cinema to the remote, rural areas of the State.
The screenings are conducted through the five
regional centres of the Academy at Kannur,
Kozhikode, Thrissur, Kottayam and Thiruva-
nanthapuram. Libraries and voluntary organ-
isations are arranging screenings apart from
organizations affiliated to FFSI. Educational
institutions are now catered through a special
programme School Talkies which screens mov-
ies for schoolchildren. The programme is con-
ducted in collaboration with the Department of
Education, Government of Kerala.

Monthly Journal

The Academy has started bringing out bilingual
monthly film journal. The comprehensive jour-
nal Chalachitra Sameeksha has been covering
all aspects of cinema. It is available in both print
and digital formats.

Teachers’ Workshop on Film Appreciation

The teacher empowerment programme pro-
moted by the Academy and SSA addresses the
critical issue of imparting cinema education to
teachers recognising that they will catalyse the
downward spread of film education. The pro-
gramme is implemented in collaboration with
the Department of Education, Government of
Kerala.

Appreciation Camps for Children

Each year, the Academy organises visual ap-
preciation camps for children during summer
holidays. The camps aim to equip the children
with basic understanding and appreciation of
films. The camps are held in four regions of the
State.

Film Appreciation Camps for Public

The Academy, in collaboration with various or-
ganisations and trade bodies in the film field,
has been organising Appreciation camps for the
general public.

Television Workshops
The Academy is conducting workshops for the
creative minds in the television field.

Collaboration with Film Societies

The Academy has contributed to strengthen the
film societies by providing grants to those affili-
ated with FFSI. It partners with the film societies
in organising film festivals, seminars, discus-
sions, and film appreciation courses.

Shaunak Sen

Shaunak Sen is a filmmaker and film scholar based in New Delhi, India.
Cities of Sleep (2016), his first feature-length documentary, was shown
at various major international film festivals (including DOK Leipzig, DMZ
Docs and the Taiwan International Documentary Festival, among others)
and won 6 international awards. Shaunak received the IDFA Bertha Fund
(2019), the Sundance Documentary Grant (2019), the Catapult Film Fund
(2020), the Charles Wallace Grant, the Sarai CSDS Digital Media fellowship
(2014), and the Films Division of India fellowship (2013). He was also a
visiting scholar at Cambridge University (2018) and has published
academic articles in Bioscope, Widescreen and other journals.

Shirley Abraham

Shirley Abraham is a Cannes prize-winning documentary filmmaker. The
Cinema Travellers is her debut film. It premiered as an Official Selection
at Cannes Film Festival 2016. It won the Special Jury Prize for L'Oeil
dor: Le Prix du documentaire. The film has since played 125 festivals,
and won nineteen awards globally. Shirley and Amit Madheshiya had
made a trilogy of shorts: Searching for Saraswati (The New York Times),
The Hour of Lynching (The Guardian) and The Great Abandonment (The |,
Guardian). The Hour of Lynching won a World Press Photo and The Great i ‘
Abandonment won Best Documentary at the Human Rights Watch. Her §
work is supported by Sundance Institute, MacArthur Foundation, Pulitzer
Center, IDFA Bertha Fund, Chicken & Egg, Field of Vision and Catapult Film
Fund, among others. She has been a fellow of Sundance Labs, CIRCLE Women Doc Accelerator,
Cluster of Excellence Heidelberg and Goethe-Institut. Shirley has been a juror at festivals including
CPH:DOX and Mumbai Film Festival, and a panelist for the Sundance Institute Documentary Film
Fund. Shirley is a member of the documentary branch of the Academy of Motion Picture Arts and
Sciences.

Sarvnik Kaur

Sarvnik Kaur is a documentary filmmaker whose second feature W
documentary Against the Tide premiered at Sundance 2023 where she
bagged the Special Jury Award for Verite Filmmaking. The film since
then has received several awards including the Grand Jury at the Seattle
International, the UN Perception Change Award at Visions-du-Reel, the
Sustainability Award at Sydney International, The Warsaw Peace Award
and also the Paznun City Freedom Award at Millenium Docs Against
Gravity. Her first film Soz - A Ballad of Maladies was awarded the President
of India’s 64th National Award for best debut direction besides bagging
the Best Film at IDSFFK 2017 and the Ram Bahadur Trophy for Best Film
at the Film South Asia 2018. She is a Hot Docs Accelerator Lab, Chicken
& Eggs Eggcelerator lab and IDFA Academy fellow. Her films have been supported by Catapult Film
Fund, Sundance Documentary Fund, San Francisco Film Fund, IDFA Bertha Fund etc.

Kanu Behl

After dabbling in radio, copywriting and acting, Kanu Behl studied at the
Satyajit Ray Film and TV Institute, Kolkata, majoring in Film Direction. His
first documentary An Actor Prepares (2006) premiered in competition at
Cinema du Reel, France. Next, he directed and produced the doc short
Three Blind Men (2007) for ZDF and ARTE, commissioned at the Berlin
Film Festival. This was followed by Found Him Yet? and Over Thresholds
(2008), documentary features commissioned by NHK, Japan. A Berlinale
talent campus alumni and twice nominated for the Berlin Today Award,
in 2010 Kanu dove into fiction. His first major foray was the critically
acclaimed LSD (Love, Sex & Betrayal) which he co-wrote with Dibakar
Banerjee. In 2014, his debut feature Titli premiered at Un Certain Regard,
Cannes, going on to win major 8 international awards including the
NETPAC and the Best First Foreign Film (2015) from the French Syndicate of Cinema Critics. His
sophomore feature titled Agra, an Indo-French co-production with the prestigious Cinema du
Monde film fund backing it premiered at Director’s Fortnight, Cannes 2023 to a strong response
and positive reviews.

Tillotama Shome

Actress Tillotama Shome has created a repertoire of exceptional
performances in critically acclaimed, award-winning films, both
domestically and internationally. She is an extraordinary actress,
navigating between cultures and languages effortlessly. Her debut as
Alice in Mira Nair's Monsoon Wedding won hearts world over with New
York Magazine hailing her for having “a moonstruck quality right out of A
Midsummer Nights Dream.” Some of Tillotama’s most noteworthy recent
roles were in Delhi Crime Season 2, The Night Manager, and Lust Stories
2, in which she portrayed strong female characters. There is a sense
of honesty that Tillotama brings to her craft. The characters that she
chooses are surreal yet relatable. Although she has been in the business
for over 20 years, she is just getting started.

Don Palathara

Don Palathara grew up in the state of Kerala before moving to Australia.
There, he received a diploma from the Academy of Film, Theatre, and
Television. After directing several shorts, he made his feature film debut
with Shavam in 2015, which was later showcased on Netflix. In 2019, he
made 1956, Central Travancore, which was later premiered at the 42nd
Moscow International Film Festival. His next film, Joyful Mystery (2020),
was nominated for a Golden St. George at the 43rd Moscow International
Film Festival. That same year, Everything Is Cinema, his fifth feature, had
its world premiere at the International Film Festival Rotterdam. His latest
film, Family, premiered at IFFR in 2023. During 2021-2022, MUBI did a
spotlight on all his films up until then. Don has also served on selection
committees and juries at various film festivals, including IFFK. He won
FFSI's John Abraham award for the year 2020 for 1956, Central Travancore.

The Good Fight: Deepa Dhanraj’s

Visions of Solidarity
Devika Girish

In the films of Deepa Dhanraj, politics is en-
tangled with pleasure, and labor with love.
Take Maid Servant (1981), in which the cam-
era plants itself amid a meeting of a domestic
workers’ union, following the tilt of the discus-
sion between tragedy and raucous comedy, as
the women go from complaining about their
abusive, alcoholic husbands to gleefully mim-
icking the men’s drunken drawls. Or Something
Like a War (1991), where Dhanraj's gaze flits
between the faces of women at a sexual-health
workshop, whose tearful stories about infertil-
ity and forced pregnancy give way to brazen
confessions of erotic preferences. Then there’s
Invoking Justice (2011), where Dhanraj’s frame
takes in both the theatrical, even comical rage
with which a Muslim women'’s council responds
to testimony about domestic violence—"Brand
his penis with hot tongs till he screams!”—and
the calm debate about the victim’s legal options
that follows. In these works, the filmmaker all
but proclaims the (possibly apocryphal yet te-
nacious) feminist credo attributed to Emma
Goldman: “If | can’t dance, | don't want to be
part of your revolution.” Dhanraj's films seek the

rhythms of revolutions, those moments when
the din of an oppressive present euphonizes
into a song of hope and joy.

Dhanraj has been one of India’s leading docu-
mentarians for the last four decades, ever since
she cofounded the Yugantar Film Collective in
1980 with activist Abha Bhaiya, writer Meera
Rao, and cinematographer Navroze Contractor
(Dhanraj’s husband). The group pioneered a
polemical, participatory mode of documentary
with four 16 mm shorts made in the ‘80s. Each
emerged from close collaborations with grass-
roots campaigns involving working-class wom-
en: Maid Servant chronicles the unionization
of domestic workers in Pune; Tobacco Embers
(1982) reenacts a strike by factory workers in
Karnataka; Is It Just a Story? (1983) coalesces
experiences shared in consciousness-raising
sessions into a moving narrative about domes-
tic abuse; and Sudesha captures the stories
behind the Chipko Movement, which was led
by rural women against deforestation in the Hi-
malayas. If the Yugantar films offer a snapshot
of the women’s and workers’ struggles roiling
India in the ‘80s, Dhanraj’s subsequent filmog-
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raphy as a solo filmmaker is a people’s history
of the nation, spanning Hindu-Muslim riots, re-
productive violence, HIV/AIDS activism, Muslim
women’s movements for self-determination,
caste oppression, and more. Like X-rays of a
nation, Dhanraj’s films capture the cancerous
effects of capitalism, imperialism, and the patri-
archy, though her subject is never the disease;
it's always the people fighting for the cure.

For decades, the Yugantar films were unview-
able, the prints languishing in basements in
threadbare condition, until the German scholar
Nicole Wolff spearheaded a restoration effort
at the Arsenal Institute in Berlin in 2011. Eight
years later, new digitizations of Tobacco Embers
and Is It Just a Story? premiered at the 2019
Berlinale, catalyzing a slew of screenings across
the globe, and a long-overdue—yet extraordi-
narily timely—reappraisal of Dhanraj’s work.
When | first saw the Yugantar films during the
pandemic, as part of a free streaming program
on the Arsenal website, they overwhelmed me
with the force of time capsules, as if they were
ancestral objects I'd dug up in my own back-
yard. They felt startlingly immediate because
they anticipate so many of the terms that are
now buzzwords in the fields of documentary
and feminism. They are cocreatively made and
defiantly intersectional in their visions of social
justice, and they demonstrate with unassuming
directness an idea that is fetishized yet increas-
ingly elusive in contemporary feminist politics,
especially in the West: an understanding of
gender inequities as inseparable from those of
class, caste, and religion, and a vision of wom-
anhood as pluralistic, with no standard shape.

These ideas were part of the DNA of the “au-
tonomous women'’s movement” of the "70s and
‘80s, which saw women all over India fight to
carve out a space for feminist causes within
ongoing struggles for labor rights and civil lib-
erties. Dhanraj and her collaborators’ filmmak-
ing and activism grew from this movement,
which confronted the limits of representation
right from the outset: it surged in the wake of
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the Emergency of 1975, a brutal period of re-
pression enforced by Indira Gandhi, India’s first
(and, so far, only) female prime minister. Gandhi
presided over a litany of human-rights abuses
during her tenure, from violent clearances of
slums to forced sterilizations of both men and
women. While the slogan “the personal is politi-
cal” inaugurated a new wave of feminism in the
West, Yugantar filmed women whose private
lives had been inescapably politicized, their
wombs and homes invaded by the state and by
corporations.

What the Yugantar films capture isn't simply
the explosion of the personal into the political,
but also the binding of individuals into a col-
lective. These documentaries were intended
as tools for mobilization rather than as art ob-
jects; Dhanraj and co. would haul 16 mm reels
across the country on buses, screening them in
local-language dubs in slums, union meetings,
and women'’s centers, in the hopes of provok-
ing conversation and action. Yet, because these
films emerge from collective formations at ev-
ery level—they are about collectivization and
are directed collectively—they are inherently
complex, even experimental, in form. Yugantar
members would spend months living with the
groups depicted in each film, learning about
their lives, coscripting scenes, and even renting
local cinema halls to screen rushes and solic-
it feedback. Is It Just a Story? turned person-
al accounts gleaned from sessions with the
women’s group Stree Shakti Sanghatana into a
scripted narrative, while in Maid Servant, Tobac-
co Embers, and Sudesha, Yugantar’'s embedded
process produced more dynamic braids of fic-
tion and documentary.

The latter three films are all framed by staged
sequences and first-person voice-overs that
relate common narratives composited from di-
verse experiences—driving home how factory
workers are at the mercy of sexually predatory
bosses, or how deforestation drives men into
the city, burdening women with the responsi-
bilities of the entire household. These dramatic



enactments are woven through with documen-
tary footage from union, campaign, and protest
meetings, where women share life details and
deliberate on political decisions. Such sororal
scenes of forum—of women gathering, debat-
ing, and storytelling—are the hallmark of Dhan-
raj’s films. They drive home a crucial thrust of
her and Yugantar’s work: the conviction that
feminist solidarity lies not in any essential
qualities binding all women together, but in
alliances forged across differences. Where the
dramatized aspects of the Yugantar films col-
late individual experiences into a collective “1”
or “we,” the nonfiction parts document the pro-
cess through which that political alchemy hap-
pens.

Contractor's camera roves kinetically through
an array of faces in these sequences, as if
buoyed by the heat of the discussion. The cin-
ematographer would later shoot Mani Kaul's
rapturous Duvidha, filming the dust-swept
landscapes of rural India with both extraordi-
nary precision and a sense of earthy poetry.
The Yugantar films employ a similarly loose
yet structured lyricism but are shot through
with the pulsating immediacy of documentary.
Often positioned at eye level, Contractor’s lens
captures both the speakers and the listeners—
the call and the response—as the conversation
ricochets between questions of labor, family,
and home, accumulating a thrumming archive
of working-class women’s lived experiences.
These sequences are never punctuated by res-
olutions; Tobacco Embers ends smack in the
middle of a lively debate about ways to encour-
age more women to join a proposed strike, un-
derlining that solidarity is an ongoing, always
unfinished project.

The sense of witness conjured by the Yugantar
films—the feeling of watching history unfold in
real time—has less, however, to do with any for-
mal affectations than with the filmmakers’ com-
mitment to entering the fray. Their presence is
unseen but felt, the camera an extension of their
bodies: a fist in the air rather than a fly on the
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wall. In Dhanraj’s first feature as a solo director,
What Happened to This City?, that in medias res
guality feels combustible, hot to the touch. An
investigation into the Hindu-Muslim riots that
exploded in Dhanraj’'s hometown, Hyderabad,
in 1984, the project began as a collaboration
between the director, Contractor, and the activ-
ist Keshav Rao Jadhav. Jadhav had founded the
activist collective Hyderabad Ekta to address
communal tensions through secular dialogue
and civil interventions, and he hoped that a film
might be a useful “conversation starter.” When
Dhanraj and Contractor began shooting, after
two months of research, a fresh wave of riots
erupted right in front of their eyes, triggered by
electoral squabbles. They suddenly became re-
porters, pushing their camera right up against
the glistening faces of demagogic politicians
(both Hindu and Muslim) firing up crowds, and
peering from roofs at bloodied streets patrolled
by policemen enforcing curfews.

The film stuns with its frank interviews of con-
troversial leaders and up-close glimpses at the
roots of religious discord; it took the filmmakers
nine months of lobbying and appeals to get a
certificate from India’s Censor Board to be able
to screen the film publicly. But the most pow-
erful, even subversive acts of witness in What
Happened to This City? are its snapshots of
regular Hyderabadis caught up in the cross-
fires of political games. A woman’s voice-over
narration, scripted by Jadhav, contextualizes
the images with a nuanced account of Hyder-
abad’s shifting regimes going back centuries,
while talking heads and radio broadcasts detail
its electoral fault lines, but these official histo-
ries are ruptured by interviews with men and
women suspended in dread in their meager
homes, or mourning their dead on the streets.
Past and future encroach swiftly upon a quotid-
ian present; in two interviews separated by just
a few days, a man goes from insisting on the
peaceful coexistence of Hindus and Muslims in
his neighborhood to lamenting the assault on
his home by Hindu vigilantes. What Happened
to This City? is often described as an “autop-
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sy” of a communal riot, but what it captures is
something alive, flesh and poisoned blood, that
continues to thrive today in an India ruled by a
Hindutva state.

Across Dhanraj’s films, men and women who
are otherwise reduced to statistics become
narrators of their own lives. In Something Like
a War, Dhanraj investigates unethical trials of
contraceptives and sterilization policies that
prey upon poor women, compiling a damning
screed against India’s family program and the
Western institutions (the Ford Foundation, the
Rockefeller Foundation, the World Bank) that
drive its funding. But the film owes its critical
gut-punch to scenes from a workshop convened
by Dhanraj and Bhaiya, where a group of rural
and urban women, all grassroots health-work-
ers, discuss their relationships with their bod-
ies. The film becomes a relay of images and
counterimages, showing women’s bodies alter-
nately as unfeeling objects and as multifaceted
subjects, capable of feeling pain and pleasure.
A doctor operates on rows of silent, grimacing
women in a tubectomy camp, boasting non-
chalantly about his industrial efficiency; in the
next scene, we see women gathered around a
life-sized outline of a female body, coloring in
anatomical and erotic details drawn from their
own experiences. In interviews, punctilious
bureaucrats insist on the safety of new con-
traceptive devices, while distraught women
reveal the complications caused by untested,
unapproved implants. (So underreported were
the illicit trials of the contraceptive Norplant that
Something Like a War became invaluable testi-
mony, its footage used by activists to persuade
a Canadian organization to stall its funding of
the research.)

Something Like a War

It might be tempting to describe Dhanraj’s films
as “giving voice to the voiceless,” but they re-
sist that liberal fiction in their very making. As
Trinh T. Minh-ha has written, the idea that doc-
umentaries about so-called others allow them
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to “speak for themselves” is a paternalistic illu-
sion, when so much of that speech is flattened
and lost in translation, subtitling, and commen-
tary: “Language as voice and music—grain,
tone, inflections, pauses, silences, repetitions—
goes underground.” Dhanraj’s films make clear
that their subjects are already loud and lucid;
her intervention is to use the tools of cinema
to provide them an audience, not just for their
words but for all that is contained within their
voices. Something Like a War, for instance, pa-
rades a series of sinister quotes from the likes
of Indira Gandhi and John D. Rockefeller that
promote population control as a cure for pover-
ty, and then offers a remarkable rebuttal at the
end, when one of the elderly members of the
women’s workshop, Gyarsi Bai, says stridently
to the camera, “They are killing the poor, not
poverty.” Dhanraj leaves her words, spoken in
Marwari, unsubtitled, and then spells them out
in English on the screen, with an attribution (“—
Gyarsi Bai”) so that her statement lands doubly,
with the weight of both embodied lament and
authoritative citation.

Elsewhere, Dhanraj eschews dialectics and
doubles down on women'’s visions for self-de-
termination. Invoking Justice is about the need
for forums where women can be heard, partic-
ularly by other women. The film follows the in-
trepid workings of the first, all-female jamaat—a
local Islamic legal council—in Tamil Nadu, a
state in South India. Having tired of men’s ja-
maats that twist the Quran to their own ends,
particularly in matters of rape, dowry, and di-
vorce, these women—who are abiding Muslims,
as they clarify, as if anticipating the skepticism
of both Islamophobes and misogynists—de-
cide to interpret sharia law on their own. Dhan-
raj commits entirely to their dream of a world
for women, by women, making them the only
commentators in the film. She interviews mem-
bers, records thrilling scenes of their meetings
and debates, and follows them on their trips to
police stations and victims’ homes, so that the
entire architecture of the jamaat comes into full,



functioning view. Male jamaats often refuse to
escalate cases against men for fear of exposing
the community’s conflicts to a bigoted majori-
ty—of washing their dirty laundry in public, in
other words. Invoking Justice offers a rejoinder
to that argument. The women'’s jamaat emerg-
es in the film as a space at once private and
public: intimate enough for women to share ex-
periences that can be fraught with shame, and
yet diverse and collective enough to ensure a
kind of democratic legitimacuy.

Love in the Time of AIDS

The ways in which solidarity can bring togeth-
er public and private realms are also the thrust
of Love in the Time of AIDS (2006), one of the
many commissioned “social issue” films Dhan-
raj has made in her long career. The filmmaker
was tasked by the India Canada Collaborative
HIV/AIDS Project and the Karnataka Health Pro-
motion Trust with documenting the efforts of
community programs to spread awareness of
safe-sex practices among gay men. Dhanraj re-
sponded to this mandate for, essentially, a PSA
with an ebullient, uncensored record of the lives
of kothis, or men who identify as “bottoms,”
in the Belgaum district of Karnataka. The film
opens with joy: a love song from a popular Kan-
nada movie plays on the soundtrack as a group
of kothis travel in a van to a party. Scenes of the
men dressing up in women'’s clothes, applying
makeup, and attending a carnival are intercut
with interviews with kothis in which they en-
thusiastically share their sexual preferences
and their stories of coming out. Their testimo-
nies span a spectrum of experiences—sex work,
abuse, fetishes (which reveal casteist biases),
polyamory, monogamy—that Dhanraj refuses
to straitjacket with any commentary or con-
text that might impose judgment. The scenes
involving HIV/AIDS workshops also burst with
a sense of play; the kothis demonstrate differ-
ent sex acts to assess the risk of transmission
they pose. They delight in the raunchiness of it
all while also tracing the nuances of having safe
sex in a highly policed society: what positions,
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for instance, are possible for men forced to have
intercourse in semipublic cruising spots, where
they have to be ready to flee at any moment?
Love in the Time of AIDS turns a clinical dis-
course, often rendered in the terms of the state,
into an occasion to celebrate queer pleasure.
That the film was made nearly a decade before
India’s Supreme Court decriminalized gay sex
makes the kothis’ fearless frankness particular-
ly bracing.

Dhanraj’s ability to elicit such trusting candor
from her subjects is her towering achievement,
no less a technical accomplishment than any
flourishes of form, though it employs a kind
of invisible, interpersonal labor. Last year, |
asked Dhanraj how she gets people to open
up to her, especially considering the chasms of
class, caste, and privilege that often separate
her and her subjects. She stressed two words:
leisure and pleasure. She strives to turn film-
making into a time of respite for her subjects,
away from the daily exigencies of survival. She
also firmly believes that collaboration must
be an occasion for mutual enjoyment that ex-
ceeds any relations of transaction. She recalled
how, for Something Like a War, she and Bhai-
ya rented a house in a village and stayed there
for a week with the women participating in the
health workshop. Freed from their routines of
household labor, the women lounged together
all day; they would shoot for the film in the day
and gather around campfires at night, dancing
and sharing stories. “You can call them sub-
jects,” Dhanraj said, “but one has also had a
good time with them.” If her oeuvre endures as
a work of activism, radical reportage, and col-
lective power, it's because it is above all a ges-
ture of love and friendship, a testament to the
solidarities that can emerge from the simplest
shared pleasures.
